If we do that devoutly, God will open our hearts and guide us to a vote in accordance 
with our duty as Catholics to contribute to building the common good.  When we vote 
through prayerful discernment, we need not fear that we are making “the wrong vote.”  
Neither should we worry if others discern the call differently than us.  Through prayer  
we can parঞcipate freely and at the same ঞme surrender to the will of God.  

 Look, learn, listen & chat. 

We are called to inform ourselves responsibly concerning (a) the teachings of the Church 
and (b) issues relevant to the elecঞon.  This involves idenঞfying and consulঞng  
responsible news sources and familiarizing ourselves with the principles and values of 
Catholic Social Teaching.

As we learn, we should seek out those around us, at home, church, and work, and discuss 
the issues with them, listening respec�ully and evaluaঞng all appropriate opঞons.
