	Q2: When it comes to the education system, the needs of children, families and pastors need to be placed ahead of special interest groups who seem to be corrupting the eductional system with left wing ideology. 	Q3: I'm a cradle Catholic; I've been educated as a medical doctor; I was elected to be the Lead Physician to organize and run the more than thirty doctor Belleville Physicians' Family Health Organization from its inception in 2007 until I retired. I was Chief Financial Officer for the Tim Durkin Campaign during the 2019 Feredal Election. I'm a practising Catholic. As I mentioned, I was truly humbled when Fr Whalen asked me out of all the parishioners to run for school board trustee and if has the confidence and faith in me to succeed in such a role, then through hard work and God's grace, I'll do my best if elected to the position.
	Q4: In addition to obtaining an education, a Catholic education should inspire one to endeavour to become more Christlike everyday, accept our shortfalls as flawed human beings and continue to try to do better the next day. In my opinion, the school system is failing our children by not only providing substandard education, it has along with so many other parts of society, lost its way with  respect to emphasizing Christ in all aspects of life.
	Q6: My understanding is that the sacramental needs of Catholic students has been relegated to the parishes and is no longer done through the school system. I belive that a collaborative approach involving the school sytem, families and parishes would be best. I'm not that old but when I was in elementary Catholic school, every child received preparation for the sacraments in religion class but my children who are now in their twenties did not have any sacramental preparation through their Catholic school. There was a meeting run by our pastor in which parents who were interested purchased books and were responsible for sacramental education with their own children in their homes. In my opinion, Catholic school should prepare students for the sacraments during religion classes as used to be done and for those parents who do not want their children to participate, should be told that it's mandatory as part of a Catholic education. They don't have to allow their children to receive the sacraments in Church but if one is attending Catholic school, then one should expect a Catholic education.
	Q7: Academic excellence is something that every child should strive for but since we all have different God-given talents, some children are better at academics than others and that's ok. When it comes to sports teams, it seems like only the best athletes make the team but when it comes to academics, too many believe that striving for academic excellence may lead to low self esteem for those who are not capable. Every child should strive for whatever level of excellence they are capable of and with the support of family and educators they can do so. I fully support any initiatives which advocate striving for academic excellence and will do so if elected trustee.
	Q8: If elected, one of the first things I'm planning to do is notify the local pastors and Archbishop Michael Mulhall that I'm a trustee and am willing and able to receive their guidance on Church matters as they pertain to improving the Catholic school system with the goal being to deliver a better Catholic education to students. I believe that collaboration between families, the school system and parishes can be effectively facilitated by trustees. 
	Q9: Catholic education in separate Catholic public schools is enshrined in Canada's Constution and in the Canadian Charter of Rights and Fredoms. I'll fully support and defend the religious freedoms enumerated in the aforementioned documents. 
	Q10: I intend to reread the Algonquin & Lakeshore Catholic Disctrict School Board website to continue to learn about the proposed Catholic education initiatives and ensure that they are fulfilled. I'll also stay in contact with the local pastors and Archbishop Michael Mulhall to obtain guidance with respect to facilitating to the needs to achieving an optimal Catholic education for all students.
	Q11: I wholeheartedly concur with trustees being "accountable to their constiuents for prudent, wise and equitable use of resources, in an open and accountable fashion." I am fully aware that within any government run system there are untold amounts of wastful expendatures.
